2 Investment Strategy 

Interest and capital returns are dependant on the Fund’s ability to generate income. The 

investment objective of the Fund is to generate stable cash flow so that it can discharge its 

monthly payment obligation to Depositors.  This requires an emphasis on income yield and 

maintaining a secure capital base, rather than seeking growth through capital gains.  

The Investment Manager’s key investment strategy will be to invest in businesses that can generate 

revenue in the short-term, so that they can fund their continuing growth without recourse to additional 

capital.  

Where the Fund invests in early stage opportunities, the investment strategy will be to build and grow the 

investee companies over one or a series of investments in the short to medium term: 

 

This strategy of “building and growing” investee companies will usually require a “hands-on” advisory 

role. 

Investments will usually be for a period of three years on the basis of a convertible note or preference 

share. That is, the Fund will usually lend money to the investee company with a right to convert that debt 

to equity on pre-agreed terms.  Annual assessments will be undertaken by the Investment Manager, with 

investee companies being required to report to the Investment Manager on a three monthly basis.  

The Investment Manager will target companies that have a likelihood of undertaking an Initial Public 

Offering, being a consolidation target or securing expansion capital in the short to medium term to 

facilitate investment exit.  

The Fund will maintain a cash balance to allow for expenses of the Fund and unforeseen working capital 

requirements of its investee companies.  
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3 Asset Classes and The Aged Care Sector 

By diversifying into a range of asset classes and strategies with different risk/return characteristics, short-

term volatility should be smoothed out and medium to long term income optimised. 

Given the investment objective of the Fund is to provide cash flow to meet the Fund’s monthly 

obligations to Depositors, the asset classes of the Fund will need to deliver immediate short-term growth 

with capital upside in the medium term.  The asset classes likely to deliver this outcome, given current 

economic/social conditions and the Investment Managers past investment history, include but are not 

limited to the following sectors: - 

• Aged Care & Medical  

• Financial Services  

• Soft Commodities 

• Technology 

The Fund’s “hands-on” management advisory strategy may result in a less than optimum investment 

diversification during at least the first year of operation. The Fund is only likely to achieve optimal 

diversification when the capital of the Fund is $5 million and after the Fund has succeeded in building and 

strengthening its earlier acquisitions.
